CALL UPON THE LORD
The very first line of today’s first reading summons us to seek the Lord and to

call upon God. This sentiment is echoed in the refrain for today’s responsorial
psalm: “The Lord is near to all who call upon him” (Psalm 145:18a).

To find out what it means to
live life completely in accord with Christ we need look no further than today’s
Gospel. There we find that God’s love and mercy are immeasurable for all those
who seek and call upon the Lord.
