For this weekend

October 15 - 28th Sunday in Ordinary Time: A king whose
invited guests did not show up for the banquet told his servants
to invite whomever they find.

Hearing Assistance Devices

Thanks to a very generous anonymous donor, our hearing as-
sistance system in the church was recently upgraded. The sys-
tem comes with small packs and earphones that are available
for use during Mass. Users with the appropriate compatible
hearing aid can also use a “Loop System” lanyard, which
works directly with the user’s compatible hearing aid. (This
type of system is available at many movie theaters and similar
venues.)

If you are hard of hearing and would like to try out one of these
units, simply come to the sacristy before Mass and pick up a
unit, then return it after Mass.

Baptizing Your Child at St. Timothy

Requirements for having your child baptized at St. Timothy
are: registration at St. Tim’s (or another parish) and attend-
ance at a pre-baptism class unless it has been less than two
years since you have attended our class previously. Parents are
encouraged to register to take the class before their child is
born. This class is normally offered once per month. The next
class will be held Monday, November 6, 7:00-8:30 p.m. in the
church. It is necessary to preregister by calling the Parish Of-
fice. You may not schedule a baptism until you have attended
class.
